It should be visible 
in our daily actions.

You are the light of 
the world.

"Secret be revealed”

God's Word brings truth 
and clarity.

It reveals our inner 
darkness and highlights 
areas for change.

Application:

We should not judge 
others because only God 
knows their hearts.

God will reveal hidden 
struggles with 
understanding and 
mercy.

God’s praise inspires 
humility, patience, and 
grace.

Responsibility to Listen 
Attentively:

The way someone hears 
God’s word shapes their 
spiritual growth.

God’s word calls for 
attentive listening that 
results in obedience, not 
passive interest.

Commitment and action 
show true faith and respect 
for God’s message.
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“The Parable of the Revealed Light”
Application:

Approach the Word 
humbly, seeking guidance 
and wisdom.

Keep a teachable heart, 
open to God’s 
transforming message.

Be ready to obey and 
apply what you hear, not 
just gain knowledge.
